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Summary
In a study of plants collected from the NW Iran, a specimen was identified as Bornmuellera cappadocica (DC.)
Cullen & Dudley (Cullen 1965). This species and the genus Bornmuellera Hausskn. are a new record for Iran and the
FloraIranica area (Hedge & Rechinger 1968).
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Plants perennial, up to 10 cm high, woody at base.
Stems erect to ascending. Rosette leaves entire, 10-18 x
1-2 mm, linear-oblanceolate, canescent when young,
green later, with bifid hairs. Stem leaves very few, 10 x 1
mm, hair similar to that of the rosette leaves. Sepals 2
mm long, inner sepals not saccate. Petals 3—4.2 mm long,
white, with conspicuous claw. Filaments toothed or with

tooth-like appendage at the base; one nectary at each side

of the short filaments. Fruiting pedicle 4-9 mm long,
horizontal, with bifid hairs. Siliqula ovate-orbicular,
glabrous, 3 mm in diameter, beak 0.2 mm long, stigma
capitate. Seeds usually 2 (Fig. 1).

With this new record, the determination key for
the generic grouping of Brassicaceae in Flora Iranica
(Hedge & Rechinger 1968) would be revised from

It is worth mentioning that, the genus
Bornmuellera belongs to the tribe Alysseae (Al-Shehbaz
2012). Taking into account, in the available literature

such as Appel & Al-Shahbaz (2003), the main distinction
